 THE AULD WAY 

  
As long as ye keep the heid it's nae boather 
makin' a clootie dumplin'.  First of a', gether 
thegither a ferrsized basin, a big boul, a plate 
that will fit inty the poat, aboot a squerr yerd 
o'cotton cloath an' a dauda string.  An' a ketle 
oan the bile.  Here's whit goes inty the dumplin': 
  

Punna self raisn' floour 
Punna currants and' a haunfa o' raisins 
Quartera punna suet 
Haufa punna granulatit sugar 
Fower wee teaspun fa o'mixed spice 
A big pinch saut 
Some mulk 
  
Rummle up the hale jing-band in the boul, addin' 
a wee tate mulk so's ye get a dough that's still 
an' no' runny.  Tim some bilin' water oot the 
kettle inty the fit o' the basin an' spread the cloat  
(or cloot) oan tap o' the watter. 
  
Cowp the hale o' yur dough oot the boul an' oan 
tae the cloot in the basin.  Draw the coarnurs o' 
the cloot the gither an' tie wi' the string. 
  
don't tie the string too tight or the dumplin might 
burst efter swellin' up an' ye'll be in a helluva 
mess.  
  
Noo ye've a big bag o'dough aboot the size o' a 
fitba'.  Nixt ye pit a plate in the fit o' the big poat.  
Then gently ye lower the dumplin' oan tae the 
plate.  Efter that poor as much bilin' watter inty 
the poat as will cover yur dumplin'. 
  
Efter a' this cairry-oan ye'll mibbe waant a cuppa 
tea an' a fag or even a wee lie-doon.  Anyway, 
whitivvurye dae, don't let the dumplin' simmer fur 
mair than three-an'-ahauf oors.  Efter that time 
wheech it oot the poat an'oan the plate.  Peel aff 
the cloot an' therr ye hav a dish fit tae set afore a 
dizzed Egon Thingmys. 
  
P. S. Ma Gran usetae pit it in the ovin tae dry it 
oot.

MICROWAVE DUMPLING 

Ingredients 
1/2 pint Water 
3/4 cup Sugar 
1 tblsp Mixed Spice 
1 tblsp Cinnamon 
1/2 lb Margarine 
1/4 lb Currants 
1/4 lb Raisins 
1/4 lb Sultanas

1/2 lb Plain Flour 
1 tsp Bicarbonate of Soda 
2 eggs 

Method 
Line a 2-3 pint bowl with cling 
film allowing film to overlap 
sides of bowl. 
Place water, sugar, spices, 
margarine and fruit in a pan 
& bring to the boil. Boil for 1 
minute. 
Add sieved flour and 
bicarbonate of soda and mix 
well. 
Add beaten eggs and mix 
well. 
Pour mix into prepared bowl. 
DO NOT COVER. 
Place in microwave and cook 
on full power for 9 minutes. 
Check with fork if ready - if 
not cook for a further 2-3 
minutes. 
Allow to cool in bowl.

Talking of Football 

I was going through one of Steve’s books 

entitled “12 Books That Changed The World” 

by Melvynn Bragg, when I came across the 

section on The Rule Book Of Association 

Football.  Did you know that the book of laws 

was put together by a dozen English gentlemen 

enthusiasts in 1863?  They were sitting in a pub 

whilst doing this! Where else would one write 

out the rules? Originally, there were thirteen 

rules and those thirteen rules were all that was 

needed to start a world favorite game.  Now, all 

you guys and lots of ladies know all about the 

modern day rules of the much loved game, but 

the following is a Time Line of how football has 

evolved since 1863. 
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1863  At the Freemasons’ Tavern, Great 

Queen Street, Lincoln’s Inn Fields, 

London, the Football Association (FA) 

is formed; a month later, the FA meets 

again to consider a set of rules for its 

members to follow. 

1865 Buenos Aires FC is formed by British 

residents  

1866  The first game to be played by FA rules, 

between Barnes and Richmond 

1869 Goal kicks are introduced 

1871 The first FA Cup competition 

(Wanderers v. Royal Engineers 1-0 at 

Kennington Oval) 

1872 The first International game (England v. 

Scotland 5-2). France is introduced to 

football by English sailors playing in Le 

Havre. The circumference of the 

football is fixed.    

1875 Oxford University tour Germany and a 

number of German universities take up 

the game.  Football introduced in 

Sweden. 

1876 In Canada, Carlton Cricket Club forms a 

football section. 

1877 Game limited to ninety minutes. 

1880  Clubs charge for admission and players 

(still part time) are paid lost wages and 

expenses. 

1882 Uruguay’s first club is formed.  Two-

handed throw-in is introduced. 

1888 The Football League is formed with 

twelve teams. 

1889 In Denmark, the Boldspil League is 

formed – probably the oldest association 

outside Britain.  Football is introduced 

in Brazil. 

1890 Goal nets used for the first time.  

1891 Penalty kicks introduced. Referee and 

two linesmen replace umpires. 

1893 Italy forms its first club in Genoa. 

1894 Referee is placed in complete control of 

game. 

1898 The number of official laws reaches the 

modern total of seventeen.  Athletico 

Bilbao becomes the first club formed in 

Spain. 

1899 First club is formed in Iceland.

HAPPY 4TH JULY 

Though the Fourth of July is iconic to 

Americans, some claim the date itself is 

somewhat arbitrary. New Englanders had been 

fighting Britain since April1775. The first 

motion in the Continental Congress for 

independence was made onJune 4, 1776. After 

hard debate, the Congress voted unanimously, 

but secretly, for independence from Great 

Britain on July 2 (theLee Resolution) and 

appointed Thomas Jefferson to write a draft. 

The Congress reworked the draft until a little 

after eleven o’clock, July 4, when twelve 

colonies voted for adoption (New York 

abstained from both votes) and released a 

copy to the printers signed only by John 

Hancock, President of the Congress, and 

Secretary Charles Thomson. Philadelphia 

celebrated the Declaration with public readings 

and bonfires on July 8. Not until August 2, 

would a fair printing be signed by the members 

of the Congress, but even that was kept secret 

to protect the members from possible British 

reprisals. John Adams, credited by Thomas 

Jefferson as the unofficial, tireless whip of the 

independence-minded, wrote to his wife Abigail 
on July 3, 1776: 

The second day of July, 1776, will be 

the most memorable epoch in the 

history of America. I am apt to believe 

that it will be celebrated by succeeding 

generations as the great anniversary 

festival. It ought to be commemorated 

as the day of deliverance, by solemn 

acts of devotion to God Almighty. It 

ought to be solemnized with pomp and 

parade, with shows, games, sports, 

guns, bells, bonfires, and illuminations, 

from one end of this continent to the 

other, from this time forward forever 

more.[citation needed]  

Adams was off by two days, however. 

Certainly, the vote on July 2 was the decisive 

act. But July 4 is the date that Jefferson's 

stirring prose, as edited by the Congress, was 

officially adopted and was the first day 

Philadelphians heard any concrete news of 

independence from the Continental Congress, 

as opposed to rumors in the street about 
secret votes.
